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It is the goal of DYSL to recruit and place on its rosters players with the greatest demonstrated skills and ability to excel at soccer.  It is league policy that players’ families are fully responsible for paying their child’s team expenses, including league assessments, tournament fees and coach travel costs.  To assist families to pay team assessments, the club offers a financial aid program. Financial aid will be awarded to players who meet all of the following conditions:

1. Demonstrates financial need

2. Ability to serve as a role model

3. Committed to the team

4. Displays a positive attitude 

U14-U19 Age group must also meet the additional criteria of having a high level of soccer skills.
To implement this policy, the league will use the following criteria to award financial aid: 

1. Teams must have an approved budget in order to be eligible for financial aid awards. The approved budget must be sent to the financial aid committee before funds will be allocated.

2. Financial aid will be paid directly to the player’s team and credited to the player’s account on that team on a monthly basis.

3. The financial aid request from the player’s family shall include the most recent tax return and/or paycheck stub and written acknowledgement by the family that they are responsible for financial obligations in excess of the financial aid award. Additional paperwork may be requested.

4. Financial aid is revocable if the conditions listed above are not maintained. Coach and Manager are required to submit a periodic evaluation.

The criteria above are in addition to any procedural requirements that the Merit Based Financial Committee may require.

Recommended Merit Based Financial Aid Committee:

The committee will consist of four people; 

· three appointed by President (can include President) 

· one cannot be an executive member 

· one appointed by DOC (can be DOC)

· one should be Spanish speaking

The committee will meet as a whole to determine the awards given to the players. The committee will keep all information confidential, and sign a confidentiality agreement.  The committee will continue to meet on a regular basis, if need be, to allocate financial aid.  The chairperson will be selected by the President.
