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 - Welcome to Davis Legacy Soccer Club -

Accepting a position as a player on a team involves a commitment of both time and money for the family.  It is expected that the player and their family will participate for the entire season, that the family will fill a volunteer position with the team and fulfill club tournament volunteer requirements (details on last page) in addition to meeting their financial obligation.  

Sportsmanship
Both our club and league (NorCal Premier) understand and value the importance of good sportsmanship. The end result is players who understand the value(s) of civility and respect for others in their relationships both on and off the soccer field. Parents must understand our  “long term” view of  the sport that places more emphasis on the development of more skillful players and teams than the winning of games.  Coaches and players should show maximum respect for the game by always respecting the opposition, the referees and each other.  Parents will also be required to exhibit the same respect for the game by only showing positive support for the team. Any behavior outside the bounds of positive encouragement may well warrant a Club sanction. 

Financial Obligations

Each family is expected to pay its proportionate share of team costs. The season costs include a club assessment as well as team-related expenses.  Team expenses include tournament fees for the team, coach travel costs, miscellaneous equipment and other miscellaneous expenses.  These expenses generally do not include the cost of uniforms or other personal equipment.  A complete budget will be developed and provided for each family.


The league provides partial scholarships, ranging from $100 to $600 for families in financial need.  This financial assistance does not cover full team costs.  Families will be asked to fill out a brief application to confirm financial need.  Individual teams may provide additional assistance to scholarship families by fundraising throughout the year. 


Each family is expected to make its payments in a timely manner.  Payments delinquent more than thirty days after the due date may be cause for player suspension from practices and games until the account has been brought current.  If a family is unable to meet the payment schedule due to temporary circumstances, please contact the manager/treasurer to establish a payment plan to accommodate the circumstance.  If a family does not meet its financial obligations for the season, then notification will be made to the league and participation in any Legacy program or tryout (including with other teams in the club) will be prohibited until the financial obligation has been met.


After having read the team’s estimated yearly budget, the undersigned family agrees to meet the monthly payment schedule for the entire season.  If circumstances require the family to leave the team prior to the end of the team’s season, the family may petition the (manager/treasurer) for a waiver from some portion of the remaining cost.
