Coaches Meeting
Minutes
5/25/11
1. Regional Academy League:  U14 and above.  All teams posted today on NorCal site.  Coaches have 48 hours to comment. Coaches need to follow all of the deadlines.  Games will be all over Northern CA.  RAL will not alter schedule so coaches with multiple teams please be sure your other team is covered as RAL won't change.  There will be 3 showcases and the November showcase will be at Davis Legacy Fields.  If your team is not in RAL then you play the normal NorCal season.
2. Gordon Young from Motherall:  He is in charge of the youth team program for Motherall.  Board approved us to bring him out for a week of coaches clinics for education at DLSC.  It sets up a reciprocal relationship with Motherall.  This is not a financial arrangement but more of a professional relationship if we want to allow our players to play in Europe (player ID) and some of their players to come here and play in colleges.  Coming June 10-18. He is running a NorCal program on Sunday June 12 here at DLSC. He will be working with our U14 and above in the evenings during the week.  It will be on one field at DLSC even though teams are at Nuggett. Coaches should also be aware that NorCal website has a coach education section for other coach education sessions available. 
3. Nuggett Fields:  Beginning June 4 teams will move to Nuggett.  DOCs will put together a schedule for coaches to be in charge of making sure we follow AYSO rules for goals (staked down with 4 stakes and not moved by kids under 18). A schedule will come out for who is responsible to be sure goal rules are followed.  Teams will follow their same practice times until we move back for the DLSC girls tournament in July. Alex warned coaches that the 6-7:30 practice times are full so be sure you are not scheduling scrimmages until you check with Alex.  Avoid scrimmages at 6 pm, please!  Best time is 4:30 or 7:30 for scrimmages.  All rules apply for scheduling scrimmages at Nuggett as they do at DLSC. Several reminders... Don't leave until all your kids are picked up and be sure you are not staying with a kid by yourself.  Be smart and protect yourself and the kids. Alex asked that all of the coaches be respectful of the sheds.  Leave them tidy and don't borrow other coaches’ equipment.  You can use club gear but always count it and return it
4. iSoccer:  Two teams have not yet started. That was discussed.  If kids don't have computer access give results on paper to Alex and he will enter it for kids.  Several coaches said they had kids having trouble.  Alex asked for the names of any kids so he can look and see what is wrong on the back end.  Ashley's team has 100% participation.  Several kids were highlighted on teams who had the highest color scores on iSoccer.  Robbo talked about setting goals and rewarding kids. There is a section on iSocer website for use with ball walls. We will be building those and George volunteered to make sure these get built by his crew.
5. DLSC website:  coaches make sure your contact info and profile are sent to Alex so he can update the website ASAP.
6. Professionalism:  We are very well regarded as a professional club within NorCal and within our club. Few things to work on:                                                                  --Make sure that you are coaching when you are supposed to be coaching (no cell phones).  
--Show up on time and be prepared to start on time.  That means you might need to be here early.  You need to be here before the kids.  Mentally think about getting here 30 minutes before practice.                                                                                          --Rapport with one another is critical to making us a better club.  How we act and treat each other makes or breaks us to kids and parents as a club.  Your employer is the parents.  Remember that you are here for the kids and parents are paying for that.  Always try to make your sessions more enjoyable for the kids.
7. Private training: don't take designated spaces that are already taken by teams.  As a reminder, coaches may not provide additional soccer training for their own players and charge for it.  This is a conflict of interest and is not allowed.
8. Assistant coaches:  if you have an asst coach, these coaches must have a contract through the club and parents can't be paying the coach, the league must pay them from the coach’s salary.  So far only 3 asst coaches have contracts, Tim, Elise and Andres.
9. Balls left at night:  Jammal said that often late at night balls are left and the late coaches are left trying to find out who they belong to.  Ashley is going to get a ball bin for all left balls so they can be placed there at the end of every practice if left behind.
